1 Please note that developmental education, orientation, 
life experience, high school level, mathematics below the 
College Algebra level, or vocational-technical courses 
are not acceptable for transfer credit at UTSA.  

1 CRIJ 1306 will apply toward the Criminal Justice major 
requirements if the student’s emphasis is in Courts and 
Adjudication; CRIJ 2313 will apply toward the 
Corrections and Juvenile Justice emphasis; CRIJ 2328 
will apply toward the Policing and Crime Prevention 
emphasis. If not taken for selected emphasis, then 
course will count as a free elective.
