3.  Complete and sign the worksheet - you (and your spouse). 
4.  Take the completed worksheet, tax forms, and any other documents your school needs to Enrollment Services. 
 
Please submit all documents at the same time, and write your name and Student ID at the top of every document.  Documentation 
may be submitted in person at the Enrollment Services counter, via U.S. mail, or at our drop box location.  Documentation submitted 
via FAX cannot be accepted and the documents will have to be resubmitted. 
 
UTSA will compare information on these documents.  We may need to make corrections on your SAR and send it back to the 
application processor.
