 If married, a copy of spouse’s I-94,  
 If applicable, a copy of the Birth Certificate of dependents in the United States, 
 If employed, a copy of last year’s W-2 Form or copy of year to date pay stub, 
 If spouse is employed, a copy of last year’s W-2 Form or copy of year to date pay stub, 
 If applicable, copy of valid Social Security card (both sides), 
 A statement fully explaining the need for financial assistance.  Include any recent change in financial situation and 

explain why the total amount of funding necessary for 2011-12 cannot be obtained.   
 
The following are unusual expenses or circumstances that can be considered in the application for the UTSA 
International Student Grant: 
 Unusual Medical Expenses: expenses not normally incurred by an average family (i.e., cancer treatment, 

extensive surgery, etc.).  Consideration will be given for medical expenses not covered by insurance. 
 Evidence of termination of scholarship or stipend. 
 Evidence of death of sponsor (Death Certificate required). 
 Other extraordinary information (i.e., sponsor withdrawing support, a letter from sponsor is required).
