Steps to Study Abroad at UTSA


Studying Abroad can be one of the most rewarding experiences you will have during your university career!  UTSA offers numerous study abroad opportunities to destinations all around the world. Below are the necessary steps to participating in a study abroad program through UTSA.

1. Attend an Information Session or Consult the Web. Information sessions are held regularly. You may attend a brief, one-hour session or consult the website listed below to learn more about study abroad.
2. Research, Research, Research. Investigate potential study abroad locations based on your interest and personal goals for an international experience. Do you want to improve your second language skills? Are you looking for a guided experience or are you more independent? Do you want to be with lots of other students from the U.S. or would you like to be “one of the crowd” with the native students?

3. Requirements. UTSA requires a cumulative GPA of 2.5 or above. You should generally have at least sophomore status at the time of application. Check language requirements for non-English speaking countries.

4. Consult the Study Abroad Library.  Check out the resources at the Office of International Programs (MB 1.210) for more information on program details, costs, and other information.

5. Consult your Advisor. Speak with your academic advisor to determine whether credits from your desired program will transfer back to UTSA. You will need to gather descriptions of courses in which you are interested in taking while abroad and meet with your advisor. She will help you determine if you will be able to receive credit for the experience.

6. Apply! Complete the necessary application(s) for UTSA and your chosen program. You must submit your documents and pay required fees by the established deadlines. Failure to abide by set deadlines may negatively impact your study abroad experience and may even keep you from going.

7. Attend Pre-Departure Orientation. All outgoing students must attend the Pre-Departure Orientation given by the Office of International Programs. You will be given the date and time well in advance and must make plans to attend. If you cannot attend, you must contact your Study Abroad Advisor and make arrangements.

8. Enjoy! You have worked hard to go abroad. Enjoy your time!

UTSA Study Abroad Application Process

1. Select a program. Choose a program that reflects your goals and desires for studying abroad. 
2. Choose courses you would like to take. Investigate courses in the program booklets or use Program Provider/University websites to locate courses.  These are the courses that you will need to have approved.  Be sure to choose more courses than you think you will need!

3. Print course descriptions.  You will be meeting with your Academic Advisor to determine if you will get credit for the courses. Make sure you have enough printed descriptions when you meet with your advisor. Course descriptions can be found in program booklets or on university/program websites.  If you cannot find course descriptions, please e-mail the study abroad office for assistance at: studyabroad@utsa.edu.

4. Meet with your academic advisor.  She can help determine if the courses you have chosen are appropriate for your program of study. Make sure you take the course descriptions with you. She will help you petition for your courses abroad to be used as substitutes for UTSA courses. Your advisor will sign the course approvals form of the application.

5. Complete the remainder of the Study Abroad/Exchange Application. Answer all questions and be sure to turn the application form in by the deadline!

6. Ask a professor for a letter of recommendation. This letter should discuss why you are a good candidate for a study abroad program and how you are academically suited for studying abroad.

7. Complete the specific program application.  All affiliated program providers have their own application forms. These must be turned in to the Office of International Programs along with the general UTSA Application.

8. Order an official transcript.  Submit one official transcript with your application.

9. Fees. Upon submission of your application, UTSA will charge the $50 Application fee to your account. Students who are accepted to a program and who will ultimately travel abroad will also be charged a $100 Registration fee.
