Tuition and Fee Change

All tuition and fee amounts are subject to change by Legislative action or by action
of the Board of Regents of The University of Texas System. Changes will be
effective upon the date of enactment and will be reflected in fees charged.

Methods of Payment

Students are entitled to enter class or laboratory meetings only after payment of
their tuition and fees has been arranged using one of the alternatives discussed in
this section. Once a payment option has been selected by the student at registration,
no change in the payment plan will be allowed during the semester.

Full Payment

Under this option, the student makes full payment of all tuition and fees in advance
of the beginning of the semester.

Installment Program

Under the installment option, the student makes a one-half payment of tuition and
eligible fees in advance of the beginning of the semester and one-fourth payments
prior to the start of the sixth and eleventh class weeks. There is a service charge
of $16.00 for this payment option. A late fee of $10.00 will be added to the
student’s bill if an installment payment is not made by the due date.

Not all fees are eligible for payment in installments. The installment fee, parking
fee, 1.D. card fee, add/drop fee, and the property deposit must be paid in full on the
initial billing.

Installment payment may only be chosen in regular (Fall and Spring) semesters. If
this option is chosen, the student must complete a promissory note and file it in the
Bursar’s Office before the registration process is considered complete.

The availability of installment payment options is subject to change by Legislative
“action.

All financial aid will be applied to total tuition and fees before calculation of the
payment plan. Partial installment payments will not be accepted. However, pre-
payment in full of an installment or of total installments will be accepted at any
time after registration.

Refunds from dropping courses will be prorated to the remaining installments.
Additional fees incurred from adding courses will be added to the balance due from
registration, and the installment payments will be recalculated.

Accepted Forms of Payment

Payment may be made by credit card or by personal check for the exact amount
due, provided the bank transit number is encoded on the check in compliance with
revised Federal Reserve Bank regulations. Students may not obtain cash by writing
a check for a larger amount.
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A bad check, whether given by mistake or otherwise, is likely to delay actual
payment and result in a penalty (see Returned Check Fee). If a check used for
payment of advance registration is returned and is not cleared before the start of
the semester, a late registration fee of $15.00 will be charged to the student.

Personal checks may be cashed in the University Bookstore for an amount up to
$5.00. Many local merchants will not cash out-of-town checks. It is recommended
that students establish checking accounts in local San Antonio banks before
enrolling so that they can easily cash checks in the city.

Payment and Refund Policies

All policies regarding the payment or refunding of tuition, fees, and charges are
approved by the Board of Regents of The University of Texas System and comply
with applicable State statutes. If a person desires clarification of any matter re-
lating to payment or refund of such charges, he or she should contact the office or
administrative unit from which the charge or refund originated.

Residence Regulations

A student’s status as a resident or nonresident will be made in accordance with the
Texas Education Code, as interpreted by the Texas Higher Education Coordinating
Board. Residence requirements are explained by the Coordinating Board’s booklet
Residence Status, which is available at the Office of Admissions and Registrar.
Students having any doubt about their residence status should consult the Office of
Admissions and Registrar prior to registration.

A student entering or re-entering UTSA may be required to file a residence ques-
tionnaire. Only the authorization of the Registrar can change residence classific-
ations.

Refund Policy for Withdrawal or Dropped Courses
Withdrawing from UTSA

Withdrawing is the formal discontinuance of a student’s enrollment at UTSA, and
involves the student's dropping of all classes. Depending on the time of with-
drawal, a student may be entitled to a refund of some part of tuition and certain
fees. The table opposite presents the descending scale of refund amounts for
students withdrawing from UTSA.

UTSA refunds tuition and fees which were paid by a sponsor, donor, or scholarship
to the source rather than directly to the student who has withdrawn, if the funds
were made available through the institution.

Dropping Courses

Dropping refers to the removal of one or more individual courses from a student’s
schedule while that student remains enrolled in at least one course. A student
dropping a class on or before the Census Date is entitled to a 100% refund of all
corresponding tuition and fees. No refund will be given for individual classes
dropped after the Census Date. .

Summer terms are considered as one session for refund/drop purposes. If courses
are to be dropped in either Summer session, please refer to Census Dates for refund
purposes.

Refund amounts for courses dropped by a student who later withdraws from UTSA
will be calculated according to the refund policy, and a refund will be made only
if the original payment exceeds the established minimum amount. No refunds are
made until fifteen days have elapsed from the Census Date. Refund checks are
mailed to the address indicated when the student withdraws from The University.

Concurrent Tuition

Students who concurrently register at more than one public institution of higher
education in Texas may receive the benefits of a lower tuition rate. If, at the time
of registration, the student can produce evidence of having already paid tuition at
another such institution, the student should see the fee assessment station for
possible adjustment of tuition.

Exemption from Tuition and Fees

In certain cases outlined by the statutes of the State of Texas, students can be
exempted from tuition and/or certain fees. The student must initiate action by
applying for an exemption through the Office of Admissions and Registrar and
providing satisfactory evidence that all conditions for the exemption are met.

Students who may be eligible for an exemption should apply for it at least one
month before registration for the term in which they seek the exemption. Until an

exemption is granted, the student is required to pay all tuition and fees.

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Title IV Program Refund

As an institution participating in programs under Title IV of the Higher Education
Act of 1965, as amended, UTSA is required to refund unearned tuition, fees, room
and board, and other charges to certain students attending UTSA for the first time
who have received a grant, loan, or work assistance under Title IV of the Act, or
whose parents have received a loan on their behalf under 20 U.S.C., § 1087-2. The
refund is required if the student does not register for, withdraws from, or otherwise
fails to complete the period of enrollment for which the financial assistance was
intended. No refund is required if the student withdraws after a point in time that
is 60% of the period of enrollment for which the charges were assessed. A student
who withdraws prior to that time is entitled to a refund of tuition, fees, room and
board, and other charges that is the larger of the amount provided in § 54.006,
Texas Education Code, or a pro rata refund calculated pursuant to § 484B of the
Act, reduced by the amount of any unpaid charges and a reasonable administrative
fee (not to exceed $25.00). UTSA will use the pro rata method for determining
refunds of tuition and fees, as in the following example:

Non-Payment of Debts

Students must provide full payment of tuition, fees (including late fees assessed),
and other charges to The University when payment is due. Failure to do so can
result in one or more of the following actions:

Denial of readmission of the student.

Denial of further registration.

Withholding of official transcripts.

Withholding a diploma to which the student would otherwise be entitled.
Withholding of grades.

All penalties and actions authorized by law.

Students who have any of the above actions against their record have the
responsibility to clear any obligations with The University and see that the Office
of Admissions and Registrar is notified. No further University services will be
provided to the student until all obligations are cleared.










Driving Range Fee. $44.00 per semester, required of students registering for golf
courses.

Swimming Pool Fee. $22.00 per semester, required of students registering for
swimming. courses.

A fee of $10.00 per course is assessed to students enrolled in courses in Art and
Design which require use of any of the Division's studios.

Certain art, music, and other courses may require supplementary or special fees.
Notations of any such fees appear with the course listing in the Schedule of
Classes.

A charge of $7.00 per course is assessed to defray the costs of course support
materials, such as the slide library, for art history and criticism (AHC) courses.

Writing Materials Fee

UTSA students and alumni are invited to use the services of the Career Services
Center. For a $10.00 registration fee, the Center establishes a credential file for
employment searches or graduate school or professional school applications.
Registrants are eligible for the full range of services: on-campus interviewing, a
part-time job service, resume and interview seminars, vacancy listings, direct job
referrals, and duplication and mailing of credential file materials to prospective
employers.

A charge of $10.00 per course is assessed for testing to evaluate students for
placement in foreign language programs.

Students who wish to use lockers in the library or the Divisions of Music or Art
and Architecture will be charged a $15.00 per semester fee.

This $3.00 fee covers the costs of the pre-TASP placement test. The Pre-TASP fee
applies to students who have not taken the TASP test prior to enrollment at UTSA.
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Teacher Placement Service Fee

Individuals may register for teacher placement services at the Office of Teacher
Advising, Certification, and Placement. Currently enrolled UTSA students are not
charged a fee. Non-students and UTSA alumni are charged an annual $5.00
registration fee.

The services include the preparation, duplication, and maintenance of three sets of
credentials. A handling fee of $5.00 plus copying charges is assessed for each
additional set requested.

" Transcript Fee

Standard transcript issuance costs $5.00 for each official UTSA transcript to be
processed and mailed within 48 hours. Rush transcript service, for a transcript to
be provided within 1 hour, costs $8.00. Transcript fees must be paid before a
transcript will be issued.

Tennis Center Fee

Dependents of full-time students, and UTSA faculty and staff and their dependents,
may use the Tennis Center at specified hours. Payment of the Tennis Center fee
entitles a person to use any other athletic facilities. Fees are payable at the Tennis
Center Office prior to facility use.

Spouses or children of full-time students may use the Tennis Center and all other
athletic facilities for one semester or for one entire summer, for a fee of $6.00 per
person. Lockers and locks are provided. Children must be accompanied by an adult.
[A full-time undergraduate student is enrolled for at least 12 semester hours in a
regular (Fall or Spring) semester or for 6 or more hours in a Summer term.}

Spouses and children of UTSA faculty and staff are charged $12.00 per person (to
a maximum of $40.00 per family).

Guests of UTSA students, faculty, and staff may use the Tennis Center at certain
hours for $1.50 per person for a 1 1/2-hour reservation. Guest fees are payable at
the Tennis Center Office.

UTSA Athletic Facility Use Fee

The spouses and dependents of full-time students may elect to pay an annual fee
for the use of the gymnasium and facilities (specified hours only). Lockers and
locks are provided. Children must be accompanied by an adult. Guests of UTSA
students may use the facilities, and are charged on a per-use basis. The table below
shows fee amounts.

Gymnasium and facility use fees are required of faculty and staff members. In
addition, the spouses and dependents of faculty and staff may use the gymnasium
and facilities (specified hours only) upon payment of an additional use fee. Lockers
and locks are provided. Children must be accompanied by a parent or guardian.

Guests of UTSA faculty and staff may also use the facilities, and are charged on
a per-use basis. The table below shows fee amounts.

Penalty Fees
Late Payment Fee

A late fee of $10.00 is added to a student's bill when an installment payment is not
paid by the due date.

Library Fines for Overdue Materials and Lost or Damaged Items

Fines are charged for overdue library materials and for library items that are lost
or damaged. Borrowing and fine regulations of the UTSA Library are available at
the Circulation Desk in the library.

Parking Fines

Unpaid parking fines place a financial hold on student records and will interfere in .
the registration process or the transcript release process.

Property Damage Charges

Property damage charges are assessed to students for property loss, damage, or
breakage, violation of rules in any University library or laboratory, failure to return
keys issued by The University, or damage to or loss of any other UTSA property.
Charges are billed directly to the student or are collected by the department upon
reissue of supplies or property. Failure to pay charges promptly results in denial of
the student's readmission, re-enrollment, or issuance of transcripts.

Returned Check Fee

A charge of $10.00 is assessed for each returned check, to offset the cost of
handling dishonored checks. The University will not accept a check from a student
who knowingly or unknowingly has previously given two bad checks.
